A. Legislation Update - Elizabeth Eaton, Esq., Board Counsel 

1. HB 258 – Relative to establishing a certification for animal chiropractors

amend this Bill to require that the practitioner that is providing chiropractic care 

to animals is a licensed Chiropractor, and to delegate Board Counsel to testify 

on the Board’s behalf. Motion passed.
