7. LSR 792 Relative to the use of OHRVS on designated trails and requiring a permit to
operate certain OHRVS from before sunrise to after sunset — Amended to an existing
bill. SB 161 voted to pass on February 9, 2023 in the Senate, will go to the house
next.
