PUBLIC SESSION

CALL TO ORDER: Olivia Freeman called the meeting to order at 10:09 AM.

APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 28, 2022, PUBLIC MEETING MINUTES:

OT COMPACT:

The Board reviewed the “Winter 2021 2022 State Affairs Newsletter” from the OT Compact. Olivia

Hampshire and Maine representing New England in the Compact. Olivia Freeman explained that
Massachusetts would not be joining as they did not have stringent CEU requirements for renewal.
