On a motion made by Muhenad Samaan, DMD with a second by Barbara Stowers, RDH, and the DHC voted to approve the July 8, 2019 meeting minutes.    

1.  	The DHC discussed Den 302.08 (CPHDH) per request by the Board. The question posed was “whether CPHDHs are the only ones who should be allowed to work under public health settings”.   Discussion by the Committee included review of RDH supervision rules, RDH scope of practice in the state of NH, CODA education of all RDHs and certificate requirement for CPHDHs.  Discussion will continue at the September meeting and a recommendation made once Ellen Legg, RDH has more information from her upcoming CDCA conference where she will make inquiries from representatives from other states. 

2. 	The DHC will send a recommendation to the Board regarding an email blast for Rx prescribing and NPI #.  A concern is sending it out too early before rules package is submitted as waiting time for final publication is 4-6 months. 

3. 	A brief off-agenda discussion ensued about Ethics and Jurisprudence CODA requirements within college programs and new graduate readiness for RDH licensing preparation. NHTI professors present stated that they felt recent graduates from any program who don’t pass NH Jurisprudence exams don’t prepare adequately vs. NH exam is too difficult or not well written.
