A meeting of the Family Mediator Certification Board was held on January 30, 2018. The meeting was
called to order at 4:22 p.m. by M. Rousseau. Also in attendance were A. Matrumalo, C. Dochstader, S.
Towle, M. Ciocca, T. Cooper and L. Aaby. P. Goldsmith and E. Jasina participated via phone. Not
present were M. Garner and R. Cram. In attendance from OPLC were C. Horne, Attorney Lamberti and
Joe Shoemaker. Honey Hastings was also present as a member of the public.

1. Reading and Approval of the January 9, 2018 Minutes-

Board will read and approve these at the February 6, 2018 meeting.

2. Unfinished Business-

a. Continuation of the Rules Discussion of the 300s- next meeting
b. Continuation of the Rules Discussion of the 300s- next meeting

c. Discussion of a Proposed 800s Section on Domestic Violence- the Board discussed the addition
of a section in the rules on Domestic Violence. Some Mediators do not use the Guidelines that
were put in place a few years ago. The Board believes if there were Domestic Violence
Guidelines in the rules, Mediators would follow them.

The Board went over the proposal that A. Matrumalo, E. Jasina, C. Dochstader and H. Hastings
put forth. Attorney Lamberti will check on some of the language that the Board would like to
use. Attorney Lamberti has a copy of the proposal with H. Hastings comments on it and he will
try to have this for the Board to review at the next meeting.

There were suggested appendixes that the Board discussed whether or not they should be
included in the rules. If they are to be included, they may have to be included in some other
format. Bob will do come research on how to properly incorporate the substance of these
appendixes so that they will pass JLCAR. There was also a question about using a checklist to
use for screening for Domestic Violence. Some Board members felt this could be covered in
trainings to make sure the rules would be followed, others thought inserting a checklist would be
helpful at the end of the 800’s.

A question was raised as to whether or not the 800s reference the 500s as a discipline if the
Domestic Violence rules are not followed?

d. Attorney Lamberti discussed having interim rules so the Board can complete the “new” rules.
April is the deadline when the current rules expire. By having the interim rules the Board would
have 6 additional months to complete the work on “new “rules. During interim rules the existing
rules are in place with no changes. At the February meeting the Board will need to vote to
proceed with the interim rules. Attorney Lamberti will then file them after the meeting. The
interim rules would be adopted at the March JLCAR meeting. This only gives the Board a few
more months. Within 2 months (May) the Board will have to have something ready to go. If the
Board does not have “new” rules at 6 months the current rules will expire.
