Merchant - CQI rules have been adopted and are not approved. Licensed pharmacist assistant 

passed, and the name is now “Licensed Advanced Pharmacy Technician” Commissioner Genovese 

will begin the rule writing process and get the stakeholders together. We are first in the nation with 

this type of licensure.  

Pervanas - CEAC - still looking for 3 volunteers 

Genovese - Institutional rules - have had 2 meetings. Final draft should be coming before the Board 

soon. 

Rochefort - Rule revision; USP 795,797,800 - Many topics of discussion and should be ready for a 

larger group review soon.  

Bouchard - Update on LSR’s related to pharmacy - a handout will show 10 bills have passed  

regarding pharmacy. 

Harrington - PDMP and Advisory Council - HB 120 the Govenor is expected to sign in and the 

OPLC will move to be under the OPLC. Many changes will be coming up.

 Harrington with a second from Commissioner Pervanas to accept the Strategic Plan with a Board 

 Vote of 7-0-0. Regarding the clinical alerts on motion from Commissioner Harrington with a  

 second from Commissioner Genovese and a Board Vote of 7-0-0. 

3. MOU’s with the Board of Nursing and Board of Medicine - Tabled. 

4. Biennial licensing, Board approval to send for fiscal impact HB 615. On motion from Commissioner  

 Genovese and a second from Commissioner Pervanas and a Board Vote of 7-0-0. 

5. Presentation from CVS re: Naloxone, harm reduction program and safe needle pamphlet. 

6. Ph 1900 rules - In-State pharmacy permit. Tabled. 

7. Ph 2100 - On motion from Commissioner Pervanas with a second from Commissioner Laliberte 

 and a Board Vote of 7-0-0 to approve the changes from the public comment. 

8. Ph 2200 - Investigation rules, Tabled until next meeting. 

9. Ph 1800 - First draft for Licensed Advanced Pharmacy Technician - FYI. 

10. Continuing Education request for approval from the Community Health Institute, Research and 

 Training Institute and Center for Excellence; this is a 2 day program. They are requesting 5 ceu’s 

 per day for a total of 10 ceu’s. This was approved by the CEAC committee. There is an error on the 

 date, so if you look at the 4th page, it shows July 10th and then they write July 1st. On motion from 

 Commissioner Pervanas with a second from Commissioner Genovese and a Board Vote of 7-0-0 

 to approve this course. 

11. Legislative Initiatives proposed legislation 2019 - 2020 session. September 20, 2019, if there is a 

 bill that has to be introduced, it should be there by this date.  

12. Wentworth Douglas - Request regarding the policy and procedures regarding medications while a 

 patient is in the hospital, what happens when a patient leaves and does not pick up their  

 medications. What is the policy regarding disposing of medications when a patient leaves the  

 hospital. The hospital association polled and received responses from 11 out of the 22 hospitals and 

 some of their policies are under review as well. Request for the Hospital Association to come to a 

 consensus and inform the Board of their outcomes.  

 

Public Board Meeting recessed at 12:00 for a lunch break. Public Roll call validated a quorum.  

Public Board Meeting reconvened at 12:50 in public session. With a motion from Commissioner Rochefort 

and a second from Commissioner Pervanas to move into Non-Public Session at 12:52 p.m. with a Board 

vote of 7-0-0.
