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BOARD NOTICE 

The Board requires that control drug losses be reported to the board office by the pharmacist in 
charge or pharmacist on duty within one business day. The pharmacist-in-charge shall complete 
a New Hampshire Drug Loss Form(revised 2/2018) or DEA 106 Form and mail or fax to the 
board as soon as the investigation into the loss is complete or within 30 days of the discovery of 
the loss. In response to the varying types of forms used for this process, and lack of consistent 
information to inform compliance of drug, quantity or cause of loss, the Board has updated the 
New Hampshire Controlled Drug Loss Form.  This will be the only form that the Board will 
accept for an initial controlled drum loss, revision to initial report or final report.  Attached, 
you will find a new NH Controlled Drug Loss Reporting Form - this form can also be found on 
the Board's website at:

The Board compliance unit has noticed a very high volume of loss forms over the past year. We 
will be reviewing this issue as to quantity and frequency of loss, and bringing pharmacies and 
pharmacists who have a high number of control drug discrepancies to the Board for review and 
possible disciplinary action.
