The patient is petitioning the court to have a guardianship order rescinded, and will be asking me questions during an upcoming proceeding related to testing I have conducted with him. The patient in question has received finished copies of reports I have written, along with time in session devoted to going over those results. The patient is also asking for the “hard data” associated with the testing which I interpret as his actual responses entered on a Rorschach Test, Personality Assessment Inventory and Incomplete Sentences Blank Form. My question has to do with release of this hard data, and whether or not I am legally bound to produce this information in addition to the materials he has already been provided.

My interpretation of 9.04 regarding release of assessment data within the ethical principles of psychologists and code of conduct is that I should release this information. Likewise, receiving a court order requesting my full file also suggests to me that I am required to release this information.  I collaborated with another psychologist however, who did not agree with releasing the hard data, and suggested I check in with a governing authority. Accordingly, I wish to explore this a bit further, and appreciate any information you can provide in this regard.
