a. Question 1 from Andrew Boucher
One of our Registrants (Ruth Webb) applied for licensure in NH a couple of months ago. She was told that she (or we on her behalf) had to submit transcripts, internship forms, postdoc forms etc., which seems to directly contradict your rules for out of state licensees who hold National Register, CPQ, or ABPP (https://www.oplc.nh.gov/psychologists/documents/psyc-100-500.pdf). 
 Can [sic] someone from the Board office please let me know what procedures they are following so I can let our Registrants know when they call about getting licensed in NH? Dr. Webb also feels like she has been in a state of limbo for a while too, so anything you can do to get the office to address her application would be appreciated!

b. Question 2 from Jennifer Buck
I was on your website to verify a psychologist license and do not see a disclaimer that states the online verification is considered primary source. When I look up a physician the following statement is provided: 
Disclaimer: The JCAHO and the NCQA consider on-line status information as fulfilling the primary source requirement for verification of licensure in compliance with their respective credentialing standards.
Do you know if there is a statement online that states this for Psychologists? Is there someone else I should be reaching out to?
Answer: never been a problem; web verification or is it a primary source; letter re: if you want verification, send a letter, we will send verification. The board tries to maintain as accurately as possible; for a specific licensee, contact the board office

c. Question 3 from Samuel Fisher (PESI)
Greetings from PESI, Inc.  My name is Sam Fisher and I am a Continuing Education Administrator with PESI.  My department received a letter from James B. Halla with the New Hampshire Board of Psychologists, requesting PESI respond to the board regarding an advertising statement on PESI brochures.  We here at PESI wanted to notify the board that my department received the request this morning.  We would like to schedule a time to speak with someone on the board to clarify the board’s request and provide additional information regarding the statement.  I see that the terms of both James Halla and Anna Elbroch (board chair)  have expired as of July 1st, 2019, so I am wondering who from the board we can speak with.  Are you able to forward our request for a call to the appropriate board contact and/or member?

d. Question 4 from Heidi Dunham
A psychologist is licensed in the State of NH.  This psychologist is seeing a 9 year old in individual therapy (several months’ relationship strong). Parents divorced.  Child lives in NH with one parent.  Family sessions  have been held with said practitioner (mom dad child).  The second parent has moved to another state.. too far away to drive back to NH for sessions.  The parenting plan requires child to spend 6 weeks with the parent, who has moved to this other state. The psychologist is not licensed in the state that the child will be in during the summer. 
Child does not want to go out of NH for summer and, as such, their symptoms are increasing. The psychologist has prepared child as well as possible.  However, child and parents would like the psychologist to conduct weekly sessions via the HIPAA compliant video software that the practice uses for telehealth clients.  
Normally, the telehealth clients live in NH where we practice.  What are the rules around holding telehealth sessions with clients who are on vacation or traveling outside of the state from which the psychologist is licensed. Also, with regard to this question, please let me know if I need to ask the state of NH for their ruling on such matters, as I know that we must adhere to the stricter of the two (i.e. board regs vs state laws).

e. Question 5 from Ann Rosoff
I have a question regarding limits around hiring and supervising a post-doctoral unlicensed psychologist.
I am a clinical psychologist and managing partner with the Green House Group, an 11-clinician psychotherapy and consultation group in Manchester NH.  All of our therapists are licensed in their respective fields, including 7 doctoral level clinical psychologists.  We were approached by a young, unlicensed doctoral level psychologist who wished to explore joining our practice.  In order to do this, we have developed post-doctoral program and a sliding-scale, self-pay clinic; the clients she would see will be drawn from this self-pay clinic, and her work would not be billed to any insurance company.  She would be hired for a minimum of 3 days, 20 hours/week, broken down in the following manner:
· 1 hour of adult psychotherapy supervision / week
· 1 hour of child/adolescent therapy supervision / week
· up to 2 hours / week of direct clinical observation and/or co-therapy, followed by discussion
· up to 15 hours direct patient contact / week
· 3 hours charting (note-writing) / week
Additionally, she will participate in 2 1/2 hours of group case consultation per month.  
1. Does this structure enable her to complete her post-doctoral hours for licensure? Under 302.03, it reads "(h) Independent private practice by the applicant, even under supervision, shall not be considered acceptable supervised professional experience."  Does the above structure fall under "independent private practice", or is it acceptable?
1. If it is acceptable, I cannot find a supervision contract form anywhere on the Board website.  Does one need to be filled out? If yes, where can I find this?
 I am a NH licensed psychologist, and will be her adult therapy supervisor; these hours will be counted toward the licensure requirement.  The supervisor for her child work will be a social worker; these hours will not be counted toward licensure.  Is there any problem with this arrangement?  
Answer: independent private practice by applicant different from a group private practice; we don’t use a standardized supervision contract;
