7. QUESTIONS
Question #1  (from Haley Curt)

I am currently completing my APA accredited doctoral internship for my psychology training. I am wondering if I have to wait until after my degree is conferred to be able to sit for the EPPP exam, or is this a component of the licensure process that can be completed before receiving one’s degree? Will NH be implementing the part 2 of the EPPP and, if so, do you know when this is going to be implemented?
Question #2 (from Maxwell Levis)

I completed my doctorate in a program that satisfied certain requirements for licensure, but not all of them. My question is about re-specialization programs, or more broadly about options for taking additional courses and/or additional supervised hours. I am currently a faculty member at Dartmouth and work at the VA hospital and am interested to pursue a path to licensure.

Question #3 (from Catherine Peterson)

I’m writing to inquire about whether a student in our program can count supervised hours toward NH Psychology Licensure once they have completed their degree requirements in our APA-approved PsyD program. I’ve searched the Laws & Rules and reviewed the entire Psychologist application and cannot find the answer to this.

Can a psychologist applicant count their postdoc hours worked prior to the CONFERRAL from an accredited doctoral program? Our student will have completed all PsyD degree requirements on 8/28/19 but their degree will not be conferred from the University until the end of the fall semester in December 2019.

Question #4 (from Miguel Valenzuela)


“…I work for the Chicago School of Professional Psychology. We are currently in the process of seeking state authorization with New Hampshire for distance programs, and we have a few questions regarding the specific licensing boards in New Hampshire. We are trying to gain clarify if there are any requirements to be approved with the state licensing board prior to applying for state approval to offer distance education that contains a practicum/internship component. We want to make sure that if any additional requirements are needed that we follow the process prior to submitting any state authorization application. The teaching would not take place in the state, however; they would need to complete the experience component for students that are residents of New Hampshire and complete the remaining requirements of the program online. We have been in contact with the New Hampshire Department of Education and they directed us to contact the licensing board directly. The program is not licensed by New Hampshire but it still holds a practicum in the state. The program is a post PsyD MS in clinical psychopharmacology.


My question is: does the program require additional in-state approval besides the distance educational approval? Since the only component that would be completed in-state would be the practicum requirements, would we be required to apply for any additional approval?


Question #5 (from Amanda Hitchings)

I obtained my Utah license today and in the process of clarifying whom my jurisdiction falls under since NH will be joining UT in the PSYPACT this Sept, I was told by Utah DOPL admin that she did not think Utah accepted e-therapy. This was not addressed when I initiated the process with them. I explained that I am licensed in NH, and that my peer OBGyn relocated from NH to UT and is feeling the absence of specialists in maternal mental wellness and hoped I could fill the treatment gap (I was collocated with her in an OBGyn). Initially I was even told that I did not need a license because of PSYPACT, but because NH was not recognized (this was in April that I started the process). Because I would be seeing Utah pts that advice did not seem correct to me, and as such I pursued the license. Now, I am ready to begin seeking legal advice with starting a private practice, obtaining malpractice insurance, and becoming paneled on a variety of Utah insurance carriers that accept telemedicine. 

Today, the DOPL administrator responded to my request for a contact person to field my question with, “Not that I know of. However you interrupt the law and rule is sufficient.”
I clearly will want to seek legal counsel, as I don’t want to solely rely on my interruption of law and rule. However, now I am a little stumped with whose jurisdiction I fall under in this case?

Second Question:

If this is a complete no go, while I long to be reconnected with my peers and serve a population in need, I would forgo Utah and consider seeing our NH pts outside of my treatment area. As such, is there additional guidance I should be thinking about if I do not proceed with Utah?
